Here's the link to an article by Dr. Jean Dodd (nationally recognized as THE definitive expert on vaccination protocols in the U.S.)   on adverse vaccine reactions. Her vaccination protocol is a guide, as prevalence of certain issues may require a slightly different schedule (For instance, parvo is nearly epidemic here in S.C., necessitating earlier puppy vaccinations for parvo.), but her protocol has now been accepted and recommended by all 27 veterinary colleges in the U.S.    I highly recommend that you read this article thoroughly, then print and take it to your vet with the information specifically mentioning Standard Poodles highlighted!!    It is shockingly surprising how many vets are unaware of this information.

A good friend who lost their beautiful young standard to an adverse reaction to a rabies vaccination shared this with me.  Her girl was a blue (dilute color gene), which upped the odds of her having such a reaction.  I have another friend whose standard girl suffered seizures for months after getting her rabies shot.  Fortunately she survived, has had no more seizures, and will have no more rabies vaccinations!!!    This is unfortunately not uncommon, and illustrates the reasons for very careful observation of your dog, no matter what age, after they have been given vaccinations.  Also another good reason to isolate the rabies vaccination from the last puppy vaccination.  I never give rabies at the same time as any other vaccination, nor at the same time as flea or heartworm preventives.   It's overload!
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
